CHECC offers enrichment classes for all ages at our Tuesday Co-op School, made possible through 100% parent participation in teaching and discipline.  This is a unique opportunity for your children to make friends and learn to work together as a group while learning new skills.





A list of past classes is attached to give you an idea of the kinds of classes we are interested in offering.  We suggest that homework be limited to no more than 1 hour per week for grade school students, and 1-2 hours for Junior High and High School since these classes are for enrichment and are not generally a part of homeschool’s core curriculum.





Classes for the 2001 - 2002 school year will be held Tuesdays at ______ (time) at ______________________ (place).  There will be four 5-week sessions as listed below:

Each Tuesday will have two 45 minute classes.  New members may begin the year by assisting in a class, but every parent must commit to teaching at least one class during the year.   Please indicate on the attached form where you would like to serve and a general type of class that you would like to teach.  If you are unsure about what is involved in teaching in this forum, please contact one of the Co-op leaders (Debbie, Sharon, or Bonnie).  Any registrations received without a signed teaching commitment will be returned to you for your completion.  Our fees are nominal and the only way we can keep them low is by requiring each parent to teach.





There is a $3 fee per child per class ($6) for each session.  There is no charge for the nursery.  Fees are due 2 weeks before each session.

Students in the K - 1 class should be able to sit through a story; students in the 2 - 3 class  should have reasonably strong reading and writing skills. As always, parents may move their children up or down a level at their discretion. b)Students become frustrated when teachers are unorganized or give unreasonable assignments.  One of our main goals is to be able to offer classes that require group acttivity or which would be difficult to teach at home with only one child.  





c)Since this is a co-operative effort that benefits all of our children, it is vitally important that commitments to teach be honored.





Co-op offers serious instruction, so please consider whether you and your children can be committed to each aspect of involvement before enrolling:

	completing assignments;


	coming prepared to class (bringing notebooks, pencils, paper, homework);


	discussing classes with children;


	teaching.
